	· Always review MSDS prior to mixing chemicals. Always check for incompatibles, such as acids and bases.
· Never mix incompatible chemicals; Mixing incompatibles can increase hazards, such as creating a vapor and inhalation hazard from mixing acids with bases

· Don PPE to minimize risk of exposure to skin

· Only use chemicals that you have been trained on using and are familiar with.

· When using an acid product (bathroom cleaners, lime based cleaners) always add acid to water, never the other way around.

· Only use chemicals that are properly labeled and do not use more than necessary.

· Immediately replace cap/lid as soon as you are done with the chemical.

· Use a compatible container (HDPE/mop bucket) with the chemical when mixing.
