PO = PROBABILITY OF OCCURRENCE
      -  RISK LEVEL = HIGH (H) - MEDIUM (M) -  LOW (L)




CO = CONSEQUENCE OF OCCURRENCE     -  RISK LEVEL = HIGH (H) - MEDIUM (M) -  LOW (L)




Note that should an H – High PO and an H – High CO be recorded together for a risk exposure, the risk is unacceptable and further control measures are required.

· Collapse of the scaffold – can occur if loads are placed on the scaffold In excess of its specified capabilities, or if personnel go onto the scaffold when prohibited (i.e. scafftags removed)



· Personnel working on scaffolding shall be aware of its intended supporting capabilities and not over load the scaffolding under any circumstances.

· Scafftags shall be in place at all access points to the scaffold and they must specify the intended use of the scaffold

· If doubt exists about the use of the scaffold then the scaffold supervisor shall be consulted.

· Falls of personnel – this can occur if personnel over balance and/or over stretch due to inadequate access to the required work area.

· Personnel who require access to an area outside that provided by the scaffold shall contact their supervisor so that adequate means of access can be provided.

· Personnel shall not work outside the barriers of the scaffold unless suitable means of fall protection are provided, i.e. full body harnesses and enertia reels etc.

· Life jackets shall be worn when working near or over water.

· Scaffold platforms shall have double hand rails.

· Unauthorised access to scaffolds – due to the lack of knowledge of the scafftag system.
· The scafftag system is explained prior to working on the site at the safety induction

· Personnel shall not access any scaffold that does not have a current and valid scafftag attached. The scafftag system shall be adhered to at all times.

· Falls of materials – this can occur if materials, tools, plant and equipment become displaced and fall from the scaffold.
·  Personnel shall ensure that all materials etc. are stored on the scaffold in a safe manner.

· The highest standard of housekeeping shall be maintained.

· Damage to scaffold boards – caused by spillage of chemicals/substances and/or burning, grinding and arc air gouging activities.
· Personnel shall ensure that spillages of chemicals onto scaffold boards are reported to the scafffolding foreman so that the contaminated boards can be replaced.(if necessary)

· Fire blankets shall be placed on boards to protect them from hot sparks/molten metal etc. which will weaken the scaffold boards

· Scaffold collapse – can occur if scaffold is not dismantled in a safe manner, taking into account stresses on the scaffold and main supports and ties  etc.
· Scaffolds shall only be erected and dismantled by authorised scaffolders, no other persons shall alter scaffold in any way or form.

· Fire – caused by waste materials left on scaffold boards.
· Waste materials shall be removed and disposed of on a daily basis and not be allowed to accumulate. A high standard of housekeeping to be maintained.









· Fire extinguishers shall be placed on all levels of structures where scaffold has been erected for use in the event of a fire.

· Fire point signs shall be erected close to fire extinguishers so personnel can easily locate extinguishers in case of a fire.
