6 The working platform must be 3 to 5 boards wide.

7 Boards must have at least 3 supports not more than 1.5 metres apart.

8 Boards should be secured or overhang the support by 50mm, no more than 150mm.

9 Vertical supports to be 2 – 2.5 meters apart.

10 Diagonal supports to be in place at 90( to length.

11 Tie scaffold to building at least every 4 metres vertically and 6 metres horizontally.

12 Guardrails and toe boards to be in place on platform. Before use check for overhead electric's and sufficient headroom.
